9th Italian-American Interforce Trophy Park to Park 2024 

OFFICIAL REGULATIONS 

The Napoli Road Runners Association in partnership with the sports promotion body UISP, the Italian 

National Olympic Committee (CONI), Regione Campania, Municipalities of Bacoli, Pozzuoli, Naples, 

Metropolitan City of Naples and Phlegraean Fields Regional Park, is organizing the second edition of “21 Km 

dei Campi Flegrei 2024”. The race will be held on Sunday, November 03, 2024 at 9 a.m. during which the “9th 

Italian-American Interforce Trophy Park to Park” will take place over the distance of 21.090 Km. 

MEETING POINT – BIBS AND RACE PACKETS PICK-UP – TRANSPORT: 

Both jury and competitors will meet at 6 a.m. at Rotonda Diaz, close to Villa Comunale of Naples.  

Bibs and race packets will be picked up at the Napoli Road Runners gazebo. Due to the special logistics, it is 

strongly recommended to pick them up the day before the competition. 

Athletes already in possession of bibs will be allowed to reach the start independently, remaining autonomous 

for transport to and from Rotonda Diaz. 

Participants will be able to use the shuttles provided by the organization to reach the start. Shuttles will depart 

from Viale Anton Dohrn behind the Sport Village. Participants should be prompt in respecting the schedule, so 

the bib pick-up is even more decisive the day before the event. 

LAST DEPARTURE FOR BACOLI IS SCHEDULED AT 7:30 a.m. AFTER THAT TIME, THE 

ORGANIZATION DOES NOT GUARANTEE ACCESS TO THE ATHLETES WHO WILL NOT SHOW UP 

IN TIME. 

TRAVEL TIME FROM ROTONDA DIAZ TO BACOLI IS ABOUT 45 MINUTES. 

PLEASE NOTE: For those who will reach Bacoli by their own means, there is no expected shuttle service at the 

end of the race from the finish line to the start. 

For traffic reasons, the competition will take place at 9:00 a.m. on the dot from via Lido di Miliscola, regardless 

of weather conditions. 

BAG DEPOSIT: 

Athletes will be able to leave their personal bags on board, taking care to put them under the seat occupied 

during the transport. For those who will be at the start without passing through the Sport Village on race 

morning, there will be a van collecting their bags. It is recommended to deliver the bags no later than 8:45 a.m. 

to allow the respect of the timetable. The Napoli Road Runners Association will not be responsible for the bags 

of those who go to the bag deposit after the time specified. It is recommended not to leave personal belongings 

(mobile, wallet, etc.) inside the bags. While ensuring the utmost care in the custody of the bags, the organization 

will not be responsible for any theft. 

PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS:

• Italians registered with a club affiliated to FIDAL; 

• Italians registered with a club affiliated to a Sports Promotion Association; 

• Runcard holders; 

• Sports associations referring to a legal representative who must be compliant with health protection 

and membership for the year 2024; 

• IPC-recognized sports clubs and associations; 

• Registered athletes and members of the various representations of both Italian and U.S. police and 

armed forces. 

Their participation is subject to the possession of a valid medical certificate of eligibility for the practice of 

competitive athletics. 

U.S. athletes are required to submit a medical certificate issued in their own Country, complying with all 

diagnostic tests prescribed by Italian law, in order to obtain the Italian RUNCARD or the equivalent U.S. card.  

All participants must be at least 18 years old by 11.02.2024.

€ 31.00 from October 21, until October 30, 2024 

Registration fees will be non-refundable. Any name change will be allowed by 12 p.m. on Wednesday, October 

30, 2024. 

PLEASE NOTE: Should the race be cancelled for reasons unrelated to the organization, registration fees will 

be earmarked for participation in the next edition of the race and will not be refunded under any 

circumstances. 

REGISTRATION INCLUDES: 

• race bib 

• one-way shuttle service from Rotonda Diaz to Bacoli  

• insurance 

• technical and medical assistance along the race course, the start and finish line 

• refreshment stations along the race course and finish line 

• use of chemical toilets 

• race packet 

• finisher’s medal 

• official program and information materials 

• timing service 

• bag deposit 

 

REGISTRATION AND PAYMENT: 

Clubs or individual athletes must pay registration ONLINE by INSTANT BANK TRANSFER at 

www.cronometrogara.it. MILITARY AND POLICE OFFICERS MUST INDICATE THE MEMBERSHIPS 

FORCED ARM, IN ORDER TO BE INCLUDED IN THE DOUBLE CLASSIFICATION.  

If during the application and payment process documentation is not complete, candidates will have 48 hours to

complete their registration. After that time, those enrolled will be cancelled while the total amount will be 

returned minus the bank fee for the transfer made.

REGISTRATION DEADLINE: 

Registration will close at 12 p.m. on Wednesday, October 30, 2024. Different forms will not be accepted. By 

participating, this regulation is meant to be understood and accepted in its entirety even by competitors of the 

“9th Italian-American Interforce Trophy Park to Park” (it is recommended to read carefully the statement 

below). 

LIABILITY WAIVER: 

“I am aware of the facts that participating in the “21 Km dei Campi Flegrei - 9th Italian-American Interforce 

Trophy Park to Park” and/or sport events in general is a potentially risky activity. Likewise, I am aware that I 

should not participate or run unless subjected to a sports medical examination for competitive activity and with 

sufficient training, adequate for participation and possible conclusion of the specific distance. I hereby agree 

with any decision of the race judges about my ability to complete the race safely. I also declare to having 

entered the race consciously and I assume responsibility for all risks arising from my participation like falls, 

contacts with vehicles, other participants, spectators or otherwise, any weather conditions including extreme 

heat, cold and/or humidity, traffic and road conditions, any type of risk well-known and evaluated by myself. 

Being aware of this, considering the acceptance of my entry application, I, for myself and on behalf of anyone 

else, waive the ASD Napoli Road Runners, the CONI, as well as all the institutions, the promoters, the sponsors 

and all their representatives, from all present and future claims for liability of any kind, known or unknown, 

deriving from my participation in the event.” 

NOTE n.1: All athletes taking part in the Italian-American Interforce Trophy will be eligible for the double 

classification (general and interforce), thus bringing points to their FIDAL or EPS registered association. 

Military and police officers must indicate the memberships forced arm in the registration form. 

NOTE n.2: By registering, all participants expressly authorize the processing of their personal data pursuant to 

Legislative Decree 196/2003, associated with the acquisition of the free right to use still or moving images on 

which they will appear, the creation of all visual media as well as promotional materials and/or advertising 

products related to the event.  

NOTE n.3: For teams with more than 50 registrants, there is a percentage of FREE bibs - 1 free bib every 10 

registrants (for further info: 342 051 5369) 

DECLARATION OF RESPONSIBILITY: 

 

The registrant is responsible for the ownership and custody of his race bib, the exhibition of which guarantees 

the right to use all the services mentioned in these regulations and subsequently communicated. 

a) Anyone who, without regular registration, participates without a bib, in addition to being held responsible 

for damage to persons or property, including himself, will incur sports sanctions under the jurisdiction of the 

federal bodies and may be liable to the criminal penalties provided for the crime of theft (art. 624. c.p.). 

b) Anyone who, without proper registration, participates with a counterfeit bib or otherwise not in accordance 

with the allocation, or with another person's bib, in addition to being liable as indicated above, will incur the 

sports sanctions and, in addition, may be liable to the criminal sanctions provided for the crime of theft (art. 

624. c.p.), or, alternatively, for the crime of fraud (art. 640 c.p). 



 

 
 

               

                                                                                                               

In cases a) and b) the participants may be liable for the penalties provided for the crime of disregarding the 

measures of the Authorities (art. 650 c.p.). The above cases will be found after verification of photographic 

and/or video documentation. 

It is forbidden to cut the established route and/or take shortcuts. It is forbidden to wear more than one chip. 

Failure to do so will result in the disqualification of the athlete, as well as the athlete's liability for any damage 

caused to third parties. 

ITALIAN-AMERICAN INTERFORCE TROPHY PARK TO PARK - Forced Arms and Police registration: 

All athletes registered with FIDAL, EPS or RUNCARD holders belonging to the Forced Arms and Police will 

compete for the Trophy. 

It will be possible to consult the REGISTRATION status on the website www.cronometrogara.it 

TIMING: 

Time measurement and processing of the rankings will be electronically calculated with ICRON timing system 

based on an active transponder ("chip"). 

TIME LIMITS: 

THREE HOURS. Beyond this time, the organizing committee will not be able to guarantee the total closing of 

the race course.  

PARKING: 

Participants arriving by their own means will be able to park in the blue striped areas in the immediate 

proximity of the Villa Comunale. Parking tickets will be issued by the parking meters at a cost of € 3.00 valid 

from 6 a.m. to 2 p.m. It is MANDATORY to display a copy of the event flyer along with the ticket (as agreed 

with ANM, the primary provider of urban public transportation in the city of Naples). Thus, traffic police will 

be aware of the validity of the ticket until 2 p.m. It is recommended to keep the ticket in case of any objection. 

REFRESHMENT STATIONS 

Refreshment stations and chemical toilets will be available at approximately Km 5, Km 10, Km 15 and at the 

finish line. 

REFRESHMENT FINISH LINE: 

ONLY and EXCLUSIVELY by showing the race participation bib, which will be approved by the staff, athletes 

will access the refreshment point. 

COURSE: 

The course will take place over the distance of 21.090 km. Scheduled departure from Via Lido di Miliscola 

(landmark: Parking OBLIO). The course is a variable slope route (a map of the race course can be found on the 

website).  

COMPLAINTS: 

Complaints must be submitted in compliance with FIDAL rules, accompanied by the sum of € 50.00 refundable

PRIZES:

(technical sportswear or gastronomic products).  

Prizes are not cumulative.

Awards will be given to the top 5 finishers in all men and women categories 35/40/45/50/55/60/65/70/75/80 

SPORTS CLUBS AWARDS CEREMONY “21 KM DEI CAMPI FLEGREI 2024” 

Awards will be given to the top 5 ranked sports clubs with at least 25 athletes who have crossed the finish line.  

There will be a single sports club ranking including both men's and women's categories. Sports clubs will be 

rewarded with cash entry refunds as follows:

First place trophy+prize trophy+prize € 600 (registration refund) + plaque 

Second place trophy+prize trophy+prize € 400 (registration refund) + plaque 

Third place trophy+prize trophy+prize € 200 (registration refund) + plaque 

Fourth place prize prize € 100 (registration refund)  

Fifth place prize prize €   50 (registration refund)  

Prizes won by sports clubs will be paid through bank transfers following submission of the forms listed below. 

PRIZE MONEY APPLICATION FORM (EXCLUDING ITALIAN-AMERICAN INTERFORCE TROPHY):

Forms. Sports clubs awards will be paid by december 03, 2024 by crediting the club's bank account.  

DIFFERENT METHODS OF PAYMENT WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. MONEY WILL NOT BE PAID 

UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES AND FOR ANY REASON ON THE DAY OF THE RACE.  

Any cost reimbursement award not claimed within Dec 31, 2024, shall no longer be collected by the winner who 

will be considered forfeited.  

“9th ITALIAN-AMERICAN INTERFORCE TROPHY PARK TO PARK 2024”: 

The Italian-American Interforce Trophy, represented by the sculpture of the event's logo created by Neapolitan 

artist Lello Esposito, will be awarded to the winning team, which will hold it until the next edition. Therefore, it 

will be returned to the ASD Napoli Road Runners, which will raffle it back for the next event. 

Should the “9th Italian-American Interforce Trophy Park to Park” not take place, for whatever reason, the 



 

 
 

               

                                                                                                               

trophy will be withdrawn the month before the competition is held. 

The "9th Italian-American Interforce Trophy PARK to PARK" table will result from the sum of the first 5 

finishers’ individual scores (FIDAL or EPS registered), for each team they belong to. In case the winning team 

is composed of athletes from different cities, the trophy will be awarded to the city of birth of the athletes with 

the best score.
